Common project errors to avoid

* Project data (from geographic) if needed

« Avoid nonsense scale bars

« Avoid silly defaults e.g. striped tie — wetlands

* Typos in name labels and ancillary info

« Maximise use of space for the map content

« Don'’t include other maps as background (some layers OK)
* Don’t overdo use of text halos

« Don’t leave it all to the last week ...

» Ancillary information / layout

»Overall complexity / ‘gestalt’
